Art 1 & 2
This class consists of a brief introduction to art and basic art knowledge. You will be working with a variety of materials in order to create a range of art projects. All projects will focus on a history lesson given by a student or teacher, followed by an assigned project. Project materials that may be used during this class are: wire, clay, paints, water color paints, charcoal pencil, foam, paper mache, photography, and a variety of drawings. 

Classroom Expectations
1. Be prepared for class. (Bring all supplies with you to class.)
2. Be respectful to the teacher and other class mates.
3. Leave all purses and backpacks in your locker.

5. You are expected to keep a sketchbook for ideas and assignments while in class.
